The Library participates in the statewide
interlibrary loan MeLCat program and the
MichiCard program.

Your library card also provides you with online
access to our catalog as well as a variety of informa-
tional databases on the Library’s web site at
www.whitelakelibrary.org .

By using your library card and a PIN you can place
requests, review a list of your checked out items, or
renew items.
